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DIRECTIONS FOR USE

Make sure that surfaces are clean, dry
and free from dirt, dust, oil, loose paint,
wax or grease, etc.

For best results, the temperature of
the adhesive and the surfaces being
bonded should be between 16°C -
27°C.

Use with adequate ventilation.

Shake the canister well before use.
Attach and secure hose tightly onto
the spray gun with required tip. Attach
the other end of the hose onto the
canister. Make sure the hose-valve
connections are securely tight. Open
the valve on the canister slowly

and fully, check for leaks during this
process.

Unlock the trigger on the spray gun to
start spraying.

Spray about 10 cm away from the
surface at a 90 degree angle to the
surface.

apply a uniform, even coat of adhesive
overlapping each pass by 50%

If necessary, spray another coat of

adhesive in areas that appear to need
more adhesive.

Allow the adhesive to tack off until

no adhesive transfers to the knuckle
when touched.

Adhere surfaces and press together
with adequate pressure.

If the spray tip clogs, unscrew the
spray tip from the gun and clean with
solvent such as lacquer thinner or
TensorGrip® S105 acetone cleaner. Do
not use a pin on the spray tip orifice.
